From and the journey it takes to get to our shops. We will
also learn about foods that are grown in the UK.

I art we will study the work of Giuseppe Arcimboldo and
create our own Food pictures based on his work. We will
use vegetables to investigate natural dye and create Tie dye
t-shirts.

In DT we will learn cookery skills such as peeling and
chopping, design recipes using home grown ingredients and
then use our skills to cook a meal.

In computing we will use our computational skills to design
a computer game to teach others about healthy foods. We
will demonstrate safe searching to research recipes and
develop our typing skills to create a class recipe book.
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
