In. history we will investigate the Stone and Iron ages,
understanding the si.gnlﬁca.nce of these times in history
and the evidence left behind that helps to understand our

past history.

I geography we will learn all about volcanoces and
earthquakes, how they are created and the devastation
they can cause.
